Cub Scouting is a program that parents and sons can do together.

As a parent volunteer, there are a variety of positions to fill, such as unit leaders, pack committee chairmen, committee members, den leaders, and chartered organizations representatives. Volunteering helps strengthen the bond between parent and chills.

Your boy is a member of a den.  A den consist of four to eight


boys who meet according to their schedules.  A den leaders


(usually a parent) is in charge of the activities which include


games, crafts, songs, ceremonies and lots of fun.





Your boy is a member of a pack. A pack consist of several


dens and meets at least once a month. The Cubmaster leads pack meetings, with Scouts and their families in attendance. The pack meeting is made up of fun activities as well as the presentation of awards that have been earned during the month.

Cub Scout Camps:
